length and capacity.

TT Rockstars: In Year 2, 
we focus on our 2, 5 and 
10 times tables. These 
can be practised on TT 
Rockstars. The log in 

details are the same for 
this as numbots.

Navigate, investigate and explore the world, just like

through focused skill 
development sessions, 

cooperative and competitive 
games.

PSHE
The children will be thinking about being 

healthy. This includes learning about 
healthy food; they talk about having a 

healthy relationship with food and 
making healthy choices. The children

medicines, how they work and how to 
use them safely. The children make 

healthy snacks and discuss why they 
are good for their bodies.  

Music 

Our unit is called Zootime. 
All the learning is focused

The material presents an 

integrated approach to music 
where games, the 

interrelated dimensions of 
music (pulse, rhythm, pitch 
etc), singing and playing 
instruments are all linked.
