Within our Math lessons, the 

children will begin by being able 
to represent numbers.  As they 
move through the term they will 
also deepen their understanding 

of number by studying place 
value and 1 or 10 more or less.

English
In English, over Term 1, the 

children will be given the 
opportunity to develop their 
creative writing skills.  They

Science
