Our focus for Term 3 is 

Algorithms and Debugging. 

They will predict what 

algorithms are in games, 

write their own clear and 

precise algorithms. 

Physical Education

focus on developing and 

applying their dynamic 

balance on a line and 

stance through focused skill 

development sessions, 

cooperative and competitive 

games.
